· ACCT1110 

Students changing to the new rules and requirements may receive credit for ACCT1110 if they have successfully completed both ACCT1101 + ACCT2101.


· ECON1011

Students changing to the new rules and requirements may receive credit for ECON1011 if they have already successfully completed ECON1010.


· FINM1415

Students changing to the new rules and requirements may receive credit for FINM1415 if they have already successfully completed FINM2401.


· ECON1310

ECON1310 is incompatible with CHEE2010 or CHEE3010 or CIVL2530 or MINE3214 or PHRM1020 or STAT1201 or STAT1301 or STAT2201 or STAT2203.

You are not permitted to take incompatible courses. Where students have been enrolled in a previous program and taken an incompatible course to ECON1310, they may be eligible for credit or an exemption will apply. 

Students who are exempt from ECON1310 are required to take a #2 unit course from BCom Majors in replacement.
